











economic growth. Therefore, IEICI is focusing on Japan, India, Thailand, Vietnam and Korea
in order to expand its entrepreneurship activities.

Latin America - Brazil, one of the world’s fastest growing economies, has to combat
increasing crime and terror. Additionally it is a gateway to the rest of the continent.

South Africa — The fact that South Africa will host an important sport event (the 2010 World
Cup) necessitates the country to find solutions for global terror and chronic crime.

United States- Ongoing activities in this central market with a major focus on federal and
state authorities, end-users and strategic business partners.

7. After the 9/11 attack securing airline transportations is a core element of
Homeland Security. What is the status of Israeli companies in the

aforementioned domain?

It is true that after 9/11 the airline
transportation security has become a rather
important sector of Homeland Security.
Nevertheless, a 9/11-style attack against
Israel has never been a viable scenario even
before the collapse of the twin towers. The
main reason is that the Air Traffic to and
from Israel has always been a natural target
for terrorists and consequently the country’s

security experts have developed effective
concepts and strategies. The kind of security
measures taken by Israel’s airline industry
and airport authorities greatly minimizes and deters the possibility of such an attack, while
new systems developed since 9/11 makes such an assault even more unlikely.

Israeli companies export all the techniques that are used in Israel such as personnel training,
x-ray screening and passenger profiling. Some of these companies are the government
owned Israel Military Industries (IMI), ICTS Global Security, a veteran aviation security
consulting firm, Sital International Security and Intelligence which offers air transport
security training, Shafran which provides aviation security packages and Athena a member
of the Mer Group.

8. The Directory of Innovative Homeland Security Solutions and Opportunities for
Cooperation has been created with the cooperation of The Israel Export &
International Cooperation Institute. Could you please describe the main aspects
of the aforementioned institute and the kind of cooperation between both your
organizations?
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The Israel Export & International Cooperation

significant reputation as an international center for research and development. The
competitiveness of Israeli products and services has been proven by meeting the challenges
of the global market place. Some of the domains of Industry that Israeli industrialists and
entrepreneurs currently lead are electro-optics, advanced software applications,
nanotechnology, electronic warfare, homeland security and multiple telecommunications
applications. In order to enhance international cooperation of the Israeli companies with the
rest of the world, Israel has founded the Industrial Cooperation Authority (ICA), under the
Ministry of Industry Trade & Labor.

The ICA is tasked to initiate, co-ordinate and monitor industrial cooperation activities with
foreign companies, whenever government procurement qualifies for international
cooperation schemes.

The ICA is headed by Ms. Bina Bar-On, that was appointed Director General on
July 2004.

The ICA operates within the rules of the Government Procurement Act and other
international agreements.

The ICA coordinates its activities with other relevant government ministries and industries.

Overseas companies may contact the ICA regarding any subject related directly or indirectly
to their Industrial Co-operation Undertaking or fulfillment activity. Assistance will be
provided to potential and existing obligors in identifying and locating suitable Israeli
manufacturers and partners for joint ventures, outsourcing, R&D, and other modes of
cooperation and strategic partnerships with Israeli industry.

Under this context ICA has
implemented several projects that

helped Israeli companies. One of
these projects is the program that ICA

signed with Epicos In Sept. 2007.
Through this Project which involves
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over one hundred Aerospace, Defence and High Technology Israeli enterprises, Epicos has
proceeded to the systematic mapping of the local industry and of its high-standard
capabilities, products and services.

When the program completed its first two years of operation the Industrial Cooperation
Authority (ICA) has signed an Agreement to extend the EPICOS Program in Israel for an
Additional Three Years period. ICA Director General, Ms. Bina Bar-On stated about the
program that: “Over the past two years Israeli industry has been exposed to many industrial
cooperation opportunities due to participating in this unique program.” The companies that
will receive close support from the operators of the program to produce maximum exposure
focused on tenders that are suitable for each company, with the aim of increasing exports
and finding new markets for Israeli industry.

Ashkenazi's agenda also included discussions on the need for cooperation between Israel's
armed forces and NATO member countries against the "global terrorist threat," the
statement said.

The conference was to focus on ways to enhance maritime security.

NATO and Russia relaunch military cooperation

NATO and Russia were to relaunch military ties Tuesday, with senior officers meeting for the
first time since such high-level talks were frozen over Moscow's war with Georgia in 2008.

Russian chief of staff Nikolai Makarov was due to join the alliance's military committee in
Brussels for a so-called NATO-Russia Council, the highest level forum for relations between
the two.

"Afghanistan will be one of the most important items on the agenda, given that these
discussions will take place on the eve of the international conference in London," a military
committee spokeswoman said.

The London meeting on Afghanistan takes place on Thursday.

On December 4, NATO and Russian foreign ministers announced their intention to relaunch
relations, including military ties, which have also been strained over missile defence, arms

pacts and the recognition of Kosovo.

Ahead of the NATO-Russia Council, the 28-member military alliance was to hold talks with
Ukraine, whose outgoing government aspires to join NATO but whose public is opposed.

Despite not being a member, Ukraine a major contributor to NATO military missions.

Operations to Aberdeen Proving Ground, MD

New Work Provides Continuity of Operations as Army Consolidates Critical Research and
Administrative Facilities from Ft. Monmouth and Four Other Locations

Arlington, VA, January 25, 2010 - CACI International Inc (NYSE:CACI) announced that it has
been awarded an $81 million task order by the U.S. Army to support the transition of
Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance, and
Reconnaissance (C4ISR) resources to the Aberdeen Proving Ground. The move is mandated
by the Defense Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) Commission. The contract, assuming
the option period is exercised, is for a period of 27 months and was awarded under the
General Services Administration’s Logistics Worldwide (LOGWORLD) contract vehicle. The
new work realigns organizations currently located at Ft. Monmouth, NJ, Ft Belvoir, VA,
Eatontown, NJ, Huntsville, AL, and Fort Knox, KY.

The transition includes the planning/preparation, disassembly, transport, and synchronized
reconstitution of an array of components involving information technology, systems
engineering, and network automation. These actions will cover more than 120 highly
technical and complex communications, electronics research, and development laboratories;
100,000 pieces of communications-electronics test equipment, IT equipment, and other
components; design, fabrication, and integration facilities; and a broad array of classified
equipment and technology.

The CACI team will provide overall project management, client interface and relationship
management, and coordinated technical execution of all work elements. The company has
been supporting technical work inside a majority of the relocating laboratory facilities for
over 20 years and offers significant institutional knowledge of lab operations and supported
programs. It is already performing the key BRAC work for the Army’s Communications-
Electronics Research, Development, and Engineering Center (CERDEC) Intelligence and
Information Warfare Directorate (12WD) under another contract from the Army. The new

Project Managers, Program Executive Office — Integration (PEO-I) and related Project
Managers, and U.S. Army Research Laboratory (ARL).

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Russia to finalize design of manned spacecraft booster in Aug. 2010

MOSCOW, January 26 (RIA Novosti) - Russia will finalize in August 2010 the design of a new
booster rocket for a manned spacecraft it is planning to launch in 2017, a design bureau
chief said on Tuesday. "The work will end in August," Sergei Tkachenko of the Samara-based
Progress design bureau said. Russia's Energia space corporation, Progress and the Makeyev
missile design facility are designing the Rus-M booster rocket to launch a new-generation
manned spacecraft from the Vostochny space center currently under construction in the
country's Far East. Last October marked the 45th anniversary of the first flight of the
Voskhod spacecraft, which carried three cosmonauts. Russia has since been struggling to
increase the capacity of its manned spacecraft. Since the flight of the world's first
cosmonaut, Yury Gagarin, in 1961, Russia has used the R-7-derived space boosters to deliver
its manned spacecraft into orbit. The United States has meanwhile designed four booster
rockets. The Rus-M draft model was first presented at a MAKS air show in Moscow last
summer. The launch vehicle is facing tough safety requirements, and will have to guarantee
a takeoff or ensure a continuous flight or an ejection with a safe landing even with one of its
engines out of action. A family of four Rus-M booster rockets with a capacity of 16 to 60
metric tons could compete with another Russian booster rocket, Angara, that has yet to be
tested, and is a potential rival to France's Ariane 5 launch systems and the U.S. crew launch
vehicle Ares I. Russia is planning to test launch the new rocket in 2015, and send manned
spacecraft with crews of up to six people into low earth orbits and up to four cosmonauts at
a time on Lunar missions from 2018. Energia has already received 600 million rubles ($19.9
min at the current exchange rate) of budget funds for the Rus-M project. However, experts
doubt if an appropriate launch pad would be built at Vostochny by 2015.

India's Jet Airways swings into Q3 profit

India's largest private carrier Jet Airways said Monday cost-cutting helped it swing into profit
in the three months to December, its first gain in three quarters.

The carrier reported a net profit for the fiscal third quarter of 1.05 billion rupees (22 million
dollars) compared with a net loss of 2.14 billion rupees in the same period a year earlier.

Revenue fell four percent to near 29 billion rupees, the company said in a statement.

Jet's shares climbed 19.65 rupees or 3.78 percent to 539.2 rupees on the back of the
earnings announcement.

"The company continues to implement cost control and revenue enhancement measures
which have resulted in improved performance for the quarter," the company said.
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Last week, Jet rival Kingfisher Airlines, owned by liquor baron Vijay Mallya, said the outlook
for the industry was improving even though the airline posted a wider loss.

The forecast came after Kingfisher notched up a record seat load factor -- the proportion of
available seats filled -- of 80.2 percent in the third quarter.

Kingfisher's third-quarter net loss increased to 4.19 billion rupees (91 million dollars) from a
net loss of 4.13 billion rupees in the same period the year before.
